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The following contents will also include descriptions as a guide for you when developing the kit. Your kit can be as simple or lengthy and detailed as you want it to be. This will depend on available resources both human and financial.

Use plenty of images if you can. This will create enthusiasm.

Introduction

Outline the purpose of the kit and how teachers should use it

The exhibition

Outline background information to the exhibition. Introduce themes and topics with a short description on each. 

Teacher’s notes and exhibition guides

This section should describe how the teachers should use the resource. It outlines the program suitability and which student years/ages are targeted for the type of guides and activities presented in the kit.

Activity sheets, guides, maps, self-guided tours etc are included here.

Additional resources

List further reading, website, downloads and other places of interest

Bookings

Describe how groups can book, how far in advance and any costs associated if they are participating in programs at the museum.

Your museum’s contact details, opening times, car-parking options, where students enter your museum should also be included here.

Visiting the Museum Name

Describe what school groups must do, where students can place their bags, eating and drinking policies, where they can have their lunch.
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
